ARTIST'S STATEMENT

When I paint, I embark on a search for the archetypal symbols in nature, with both utopian and dystopian vision in mind. I intend to evoke a peaceful and contemplative mood but also to instill a shadow side that alludes to the possible loss of the Earth as we know it. 

My landscapes are not based on any actual places or vistas, rather they are a result of the compassionate observation of Nature, filtered through the memory and imagination. These compositions are void of figures, but the human presence is manifested with subtle signs. The biomorphic shapes that fill my paintings, suggest the interconnection between the live and the inert matter. Each painting is built in multiple layers of transparencies and textured impasto, that correspond to the geological layers of the soil. The textures become the climbing footholds for the light. Creating a Luminosity is at the core of my esthetic. Some objects seem to be lit by the outside source; others seem to glow from within.

My materials carry with them the realization of a metaphor: washes and drips of paint suggest the flowing water. Sand, mixed with paint to create textures, becomes a symbolic gesture of reconciliation between the world of art and the world of nature. 
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
