Artist’s Statement

My paintings lay bare the breadth and depth of human emotion, sometimes
thunderous and sometimes subtle. Applications of paint, brush and line create
two and three dimensional depictions of my soul responding to nature. A
tension is created between the quiet, close up drawings and the bold abstract
forms that float in and out of a single space, resulting in an expressive yet
precarious balance.

In making fluid and fiery marks, sometimes using nature as a guidepost, my
artwork has evolved into abstract emotional expression. It feels musical to

me, like jazz; improvising and depicting movement in unexpected directions by
layering, erasing, and exposing a composition. This is a multi-sensory physical
dialogue with the various art media within my reach, and often feels like | am
conducting a symphony.
